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From the Ambassador

Saudi Arabia was granted full membership
of the Financial Action Task Force (FATF)
earlier this month.

the FATF is a policy-making body, which
works to generate the necessary political
will to bring about national legislative and
regulatory reforms in these areas. The
decision to grant the Kingdom full
membership of the group was based on
reports on Saudi Arabia’s tangible progress
in implementing the action plan approved
by the FATF.

That progress includes the Kingdom’s status
as a founding member of the Middle East
and North Africa Financial Action Task

Force, established in November 2004, and
its position as an observer with the FATF
since 2015. The invitation also recognizes
the Kingdom’s international and regional
status, its compliance with international
standards,

The Custodian of the Two Holy Mosques King Salman bin Abdulaziz Al Saud chaired the Cabinet's
session at Al-Salam Palace in Jeddah on Tuesday June 25, 2019, SPA.
